The NY Rising Community Reconstruction Program (NYRCR) was established by Governor Andrew Cuomo to provide additional rebuilding and revitalization assistance to communities severely damaged by Superstorm Sandy, Hurricane Irene, and Tropical Storm Lee. In Suffern, a seven-member Planning Committee has been appointed by the Governor's Office of Storm Recovery to develop an NYRCR Plan that will guide the spending of up to $3 million of Community Development Block Grant – Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) funding from the U.S. Depart​ment of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).
The Suffern Planning Committee has developed a list of projects, programs, and actions based on known areas of vulnerability, flooding, and damage.
